Expenditure to date, Budget and Precept for 2026/27 

The Council received a report on expenditure to end November and estimated spend to end March. It was noted that the Council had received £1,630 in CIL and that expenditure was a little lower than budgeted because of the reduced need for grass cutting. It was estimated that the reserves at the end of the year would be £6700 ringfenced CIL and £5400 general reserve.
Council considered the budget for 26/27. It was noted that an increase in the precept of £300 would result in a Band D charge of £31.47 per dwelling, the same as in the current year. It was therefore Resolved to set the budget at £9,300.

Appointment of Internal Auditor. The Council Resolved to appoint Ian Selkirk to carry out the Internal Audit of the Council noting that he is suitably qualified and independent.
55. Review of Risk Management. The Council reviewed its risk management policy and the steps    taken to minimise risk. It was felt that these were commensurate with the responsibilities of the Council.
56. Review of Assets and the Asset Register. Council noted the report on the state of the Council’s assets. CDC had agreed to replace one of their broken bins but had failed to do so. It was agreed that the Parish Council should consider the purchase of a replacement bin in the Spring.

60. Planning Applications: 
· 25/03462/FUL Full Application for Change of use of existing barn to a dwelling with associated works at Gable Lands Main Road Oddington. No objection
· 25/03713/FUL: Hill Farm (Berry Bank). The proposal replaces the existing lawful heavy-industrial buildings with a smaller, landscape-led Rural Business Hub providing flexible workspace for local Cotswold businesses.  The Council noted that the proposals would be a considerable improvement on the current barns and that accommodation for local business was to be welcomed. There was a query around the height of two of the barns and whether these could be reduced. The Chairman said he would contact the applicant about one or two none planning issues.
· 25/03857/FUL Full Application for Variation of condition 2 (approved plans) of permission 24sa00775/FUL Demolition of conservatory, conversion of garage, erection of single storey rear and side extensions. Change of roof material, loft conversion including the addition of dormers and conservation type roof light alongside associated external works at Hillbrook House Upper Oddington. It was agreed to defer this application in order to consult neighbouring residents.
   61. Retirement of Cllr Green. The Chairman thanked Cllr Green for his contribution over the last 13   years and in particular his interest in Lower Oddington matters. The Council declared a vacancy and asked the Clerk to notify CDC.
   62. Schedule of Meetings for 2026/27. Council approves the proposed dates.
