16. Matters arising from the Minutes. There were none. 
17. Declarations of Interest. There were none.

18. Adjournment for members of public to raise issues.  Members of the public raised concerns about the noise from weekend events at Berry Bank. It was confirmed that Daylesford had indicated that an application for a car park was due in late July. The Chairman said he would look again at the application for a new roof on New Braecroft. Other residents expressed concern about the loud music from the Fox, particularly on Thursday evenings and the smell from the outdoor cooking area. Cllr Cunningham explained the role of ERS in controlling noise. It was suggested that in the first instance, residents should speak to the manager of the Fox but that if they wished ERS to investigate he would be happy to pass on any complaints.

(b) Reserves. The Clerk reported on the Council’s financial position now that the playground project had been completed. A bank reconciliation showed £11,966 after payment for the slide and income from the first precept payment and GCC grant of £3,750. Projecting forward to the end of the financial year she estimated that there would be a reserve of about £6,500 plus VAT reclaim. She recommended carrying forward a reserve of at least £2,000 into the next financial year.
20.Village Amenities and Facilities

· Parking in Lower Oddington. The meeting received a copy of the plan showing the proposed location of bollards, planters and white lines. The locations had been discussed with residents and appeared to be the best compromise. Cllr Green suggested two additional bollards close to the entry to the Fox.
In discussion it was agreed that the bollards and white lines were only part of the solution. There needed to be a car park as well and the Manager of the Fox needed to develop a robust plan to ensure that people used the car park and that those parking on the road were doing so considerately. It was noted that the cones had moved the parking down the road. The stone sets were seen as a hazard but it was explained that they were in place to help protect the drains.

Council Resolved that, subject to the addition of 2 additional bollards, the scheme should be approved. The Clerk was asked obtain a detailed plan and costing from GCC with a view to having the bollards installed as soon as possible.

· Berry Bank Amphitheatre. The Chairman reported on recent discussions that he, the Vice Chair and the Clerk had had with the owner of Berry Bank, Mr Cockell. Mr Cockell was clearly concerned about the response from residents to the noise from recent events and had explained that a new sound system had been installed. In an exchange of letters the Chairman had set out conditions that he felt should be agreed, namely:
 
· The noise level at the recent events had been too loud  and it was understood that this was to be resolved.   
· That music will not normally be played/performed in the day for any length of time  and that the noise level currently being experienced will be reduced wherever possible. Live music rather disco music is the intention.  
· They do not intend to let the venue for weddings.   
· The plan for the number  of events, attendees and vehicles remain as set out in the various planning application documents.
Mr Cockell had agreed to these conditions but it was noted that this was not a legal agreement. The Chairman therefore proposed to attend the CDC meeting at which the planning application was to be considered with a view to having these points included as conditions of any planning approval.
It was noted that the Highways Officer had not raised any objections to the planning application. It was suggested that planting would reduce noise but it was felt that this was unlikely to work. Other forms of noise baffling might be considered.

The Council Resolved that the Chairman should attend the CDC Planning meeting and seek to secure the conditions set out above.
· Daylesford Festival. The Parish Council had complained to Lady Bamford about the traffic chaos occurring as a result of the Festival held in June and in particular, the traffic looking to find a short cut through Church Road. Lady Bamford’s Office replied explaining that they had used a production company. They offered a full apology and said a decision had been made to cancel all planned events over the next 12 months. Cllr Cunningham confirmed that the Safety Advisory Group had been involved in the planning of the event.
22. Planning Applications: 

· 23/01599/FUL | Conversion of garage to home office, erection of external staircase and other associated works | Latimer Farm Upper Oddington. The Council did not believe there were grounds to object but asked the Clerk to register its concerns about the increasing size of this development and future commercial use.
· 23/01573/FUL | Demolition of conservatory, conversion of garage, erection of single storey rear and side extensions. Change of roof material, loft conversion and addition of new dormer windows to front and rear | Hillbrook House Upper Oddington. The applicants were present at the meeting and advised the Council that the plans did not accurately reflect the proposals. The Chairman advised the applicants to submit a revised application. The Council will comment once it has seen the proposed revisions.  It was noted that neighbours had objected on grounds of loss of privacy.
23. The Clerk reported that GCC had advised that repairs were to be carried out on Adlestrop bridge in the ‘near future’ and that the gigaclear box was also due to be resited soon. She was asked to arrange for a hedge in Home Close to be cut back and for the nettles in Church Road to be strimmed.
24. Date of next meeting: to be agreed once there is more information on the submission of the application for a car park.
The meeting ended at 8.05 pm.
