61. Adjournment for members of public to raise issues. 

A resident spoke of continuing concerns regarding disturbance caused by the Fox. He had not received a response from queries raised with Daylesford representatives several months earlier. He was particularly concerned by the damage to verges and commented on how untidy the village was looking. The Chairman said he would look out previous correspondence with Daylesford and check what actions had been taking. Parking would be addressed later on the agenda.

63.Village Amenities and Facilities

· Update of parking in Lower Oddington

The Chairman confirmed that Daylesford had been told that the Parish Council supported the proposal for a car park opposite Oddington Lodge subject to conditions. He explained to a resident that the car park was unlikely to be for more than 10 or 15 cars. The Clerk reported that she had met Rhodri Grey from GCC Highways to discuss the possible erection of bollards. It had been noted that residents had mixed views on the idea of bollards. Mr Grey had suggested a mixture of bollards and white lines although it was noted that the existing white line had no impact. He had offered to lend the Parish cones which could be located on the pavement to give an indication of the impact that bollards might have on parking. It was agreed that the Clerk should see if these could be borrowed for the Easter weekend with local residents being asked to put them out.
Mr Grey had also suggested the possibility of a Temporary Traffic Order to prohibit parking which would cost in the region of £2,000, take 12 weeks to obtain and last for 18 months. It was agreed that the Clerk should obtain more details so that this option could be discussed at the Village Meeting in May. Note: after the meeting Mr Grey advised that a Temporary TRO would not be suitable.
· Update on playground refurbishment

The Clerk reported that a grant of £5,000 had been received from the Village Hall committee. The        new slide was due to be delivered during the first week in April and volunteers would be dismantling the old slide in the next few days. Cllr  Mackenzie Charrington  suggested that the Parish Council should apply for a grant from his Build Back Better fund and agreed to provide the Clerk with details. The slide would be formally opened during the Coronation Weekend with those who had made donations invited as VIP guests. It was agreed that the Clerk should carry out the post installation inspection.                                              

· Village Spring Litter Pick

The Clerk reported that the annual litter pick was underway and would be completed by 1 April. 

· Report from the Coronation Working Group

The Coronation Working Group was putting together a series of events for Saturday and Sunday 6/7th May. Fliers would be distributed in early April. The Clerk confirmed that the request for a road closure had been submitted to GCC.

64. Reports from Councillors

CDC Cllr Cunningham reported that Green Waste licences had increased to £57 and that Council Tax Rebates were available for those on low incomes. Photo identification would be needed for the May elections. These could be obtained from CDC offices in Moreton. A new Planning Manager had been appointed and the back log of applications was clearing. 
Cllr Cunningham confirmed that the planning application for Berry Bank was still under consideration with comments awaited from Highways. Cllr Mackenzie Charrington  was asked if he could arrange for the Highways Planning Officer to visit the site. The Chairman stressed that villagers were broadly supportive of the development but there were concerns about a possible increase in the size and number of events. It was noted that these issues were covered by licensing and that the position would have to be monitored.
Cllr Mackenzie Charrington reported on the planned National Alert system test planned for 23 April. He mentioned that the recycling centre would no longer accept tyres. The GCC tax had increased but this reflected the vastly increased expenditure on adult and child social care. Charlton Hill would be closed for six months as the road needed shoring up and assurances had been given that the improvements to the Air Balloon roundabout would be going ahead. He agreed to ask again about repair to Adlestrop Bridge which had been scheduled for 2022/23.

65. Planning Applications 

Stow Neighbourhood Plan. The Council discussed the proposals set out in the plan. It was agreed that the Clerk should respond commenting on:

The lack of infrastructure needed to support new housing on the scale proposed

The increased congestion on the Fosseway which is already gridlocked during busier times

The impact of pedestrianisation the Square which would result in locals no longer being able to access the shops for everyday essentials.
