37.Minutes of the Meeting held 5 September 2025 which had been previously circulated where agreed as a true record of the meeting and signed by the Chairman. 

38. Matters arising from the Minutes.   All matters appeared on the agenda.
39.Declarations of Interest. There were none.
40. Adjournment for members of public to raise issues. The Chairman thanked Jeff Munn for undertaking repairs to the broken bollard outside the Fox and for cutting down the dead tree by the defib/phone box at the Village Hall. Two members of the public spoke under item 41 to express  concerns about the proposed compound and possible car park opposite the Horse and Groom.
41. Horse and Groom planning application follow up. The Chairman reported that the Council’s comments had been posted on the portal. He had met with Daylesford Reps who wanted to work with the Council and residents to meet concerns. In particular they hoped to have a construction compound in the field opposite the pub. It was noted that this did not need planning permission but that any longer term use of the area as a car park would. The Clerk had put together proposals for improved signage and this had been sent to OCC Highways for consideration. Separately the CDC Conservation Officer had raised a number of objections to the planning application, suggested that it should be withdrawn and re-submitted to allow pre-application discussions.

· Mid-year expenditure review.

The Council received a bank reconciliation to end September and noted expenditure of £5,092

against income of £10,763. Cllrs Griffiths and Sawyer carried out the Internal check of the figures.
43. CDC Local Plan consultation. The Chairman reported that the Regulation 15 consultation had started on the new Local Plan. Although there were no proposals to build in the village, the proposals for expansion at Moreton, and to a lesser extent Stow, would impact on all the surrounding villages. Residents should be encouraged to comment either on line or at the meetings that were being planned. Regulation 19 consultation would start in the Spring.
44. Local Government reorganisation. The Chairman reported that various proposals would be published by the end of the month for onward transmission to central Government in November. Although various options were still under consideration it was clear that Parish and Town Councils would need to fill the gap created by the abolition of District Councils. This would be achieved by the creation of Neighbourhood Partnerships which would be Committees comprising Town and Parish Councils with total populations of about 20,000.
45. New website and email addresses. The Clerk presented a report comparing quotes she had receive from three different companies. It was agreed that she should have more details discussions with Parish  On Line and make a further report to the next meeting.
46. Reports from Councillors. The Council had received a written report from Cllr Corps. It was noted that the local Highways Manager had been off sick for a long period and that another Highways Officer had been drafted in to help in the area. Cllr Corps advised that that had been a high level of response to the 20 mph expressions of interest exercise. The Director leading the project had advised that he did not expect the first scheme to come into place for at least another 18 months. The Clerk was asked to register the Council’s disappointment with this very slow response.
Cllr Cunnigham talked about the importance of commenting on the Local Plan.

Council agreed that Cllr Cox should arrange for Newmans to cut the verge in Church Road and the bank in Upper Oddington.

47. Planning Applications: 

· 25/02815/FUL Full Application for Alterations and refurbishment of accommodation to reinstate historic features (part-retrospective) at Old Bake House Lower Oddington. The Council regretted that work had been undertaken without planning permission. Given that this is a listed building the Council would welcome the Conservation Officer’s views on the extent and acceptability of the proposed work. The Council would welcome assurances that the barn will continue to be ancillary to the main building.
  48.Arrangements for Remembrance (9 Nov) and Christmas Lights Switch On (29 Nov) were agreed.
   49. Date of next meeting 11 December at 6.30 pm.
