35. Minutes of the Meetings 20 July 2023 (Special meeting to award Freedom) and 14 September 2023 which had been previously circulated were agreed as a true record of the meeting and signed by the Chairman.
36. Matters arising from the Minutes. The Chairman reported that he had written to the CDC Cabinet Member responsible for Highways raising a number of concerns. A reply was awaited. CDC Cllr Cunnigham had arranged for a site visit to Back Lane following concerns about the planning application for a dwelling to replace Gardner’s Cottage. The Clerk reported that she had received very grateful thanks from Ted Miles for the award of Freeman of the Parish. The County Council had filled the hole on the middle green which meant they had accepted liability for it. The Copper Beech on the same green would have some minor surgery later in the year.
37. Declarations of Interest. There were none.

38. Fox Car Park: Discussion with Jon Westerman (Edgars) and James Roberts (Daylesford). 
Jon Westerman introduced this item. He said the planning application for the car park had been submitted earlier that day. Parking surveys had been carried out at various times over the weekend of 9, 10 and 11 June. At the busiest time 36 cars had been parked legally and 12 illegally. The conclusion was that 30 spaces needed to be provided to support the Fox. Jon circulated the plan showing the layout of the car park which provided 21 spaces. He emphasised the sensitivity of the site and explained that residents would need to make a strong argument in favour of the public benefits of the car park if the proposal was to stand a chance of success. He was adamant that 21 spaces was the maximum likely to achieve support from planners.
In discussion it was suggested that staff (between 15 and 20 a day) should be required to park elsewhere, that a numbered car parking space should be offered at the time of booking and that there should be a parking attendant or steward. James Roberts said that a staff shuttle had been trialled for 3 months but had not been popular. Staff could be asked to park in certain places or to use alternative forms of transport but could not be forced to do so. He emphasised that having built the car park, Daylesford would make every effort to ensure that it was used. He said that the immediate neighbours were expected to object to the application so it was crucial that those in support registered this on the planning portal. GCC Cllr Mackenzie Charrington  said he supported the proposal and would use his best endeavours to ensure it received support from the Highway Officers.
In conclusion, the Chairman said that the Parish Council would call a meeting to discuss the planning application once it was on the portal. He emphasised that the car park was only part of the solution. There also needed to be strong operational discipline with additional white lines and new bollards.

41.Councillor Advocacy Scheme Invitation. The Chairman outlined details of the scheme and asked for a volunteer to sign up. Following advice from CDC Cunningham it was noted that the representative did not need to be a member of the Council. Kirstin Erickson and Sue Watkin volunteered. CDC Cllr Cunningham explained the publicity surrounding the possible bankruptcy of CDC had been blown out of portion and was being used for political purposes. But it was true that central government funding was reducing while the cost of providing services was increasing. Charges to the public would have to increase to help meet the shortfall.
Cllr Cox was authorised to arrange the cutting of the bank in Upper Oddington and the hedge in Church Road.
