(b) VAT. The Clerk reported that a VAT refund of £2,766 had been received. This chiefly related to expenditure on the playground project. As at the end of August the Council had £13,308 in its account. The second precept payment was due this month.  
30.Village Amenities and Facilities

· Parking in Lower Oddington. Cllr Mackenzie Charrington  reported that the bollards should be installed once final details were confirmed. He asked the Clerk to confirm with Highways Officers that the scheme would involve the addition of white lines. The Chairman said he had just received details from Daylesford of the possible car park but added that before opening this up to wider discussion the views of Planning Officers should be sought.                                                                                     
· Berry Bank Amphitheatre. The Chairman reported that CDC Planning Committee had considered both of the Berry Bank applications on 13 September and had voted to refuse both. It was noted that performances would continue to the end of the season. 
· Hole on Middle Green. The Clerk reported that a hole had opened up om the middle Green. Thames Water has visited the site and used a camera. They had advised that the there is a large underground cistern with a wooden ‘lid’ which was now rotting away. It was noted that someone had filled part of the hole with sand bags. Thames Water advised that surface water is the responsibility of Highways. The Clerk had contacted Highways who appear to have visited the site. Their comments are awaited. It was agreed that the Clerk should monitor the situation and keep the Council updated.
· D Day. 80th anniversary. 6th June 2024. The Chairman reported that communities were being encouraged to mark the occasion in some way. It was agreed that the vicar should be asked to consider a service. Cllr Sawyer to take forward.
· Memorial seat on top green, Upper Oddington. The Clerk advised that the memorial seat is broken and beyond repair. She suggested that it be removed and a replacement seat considered at a later date. Council agreed with this approach.
31. Reports from Councillors
 GCC Cllr Mackenzie Charrington’s report had been circulated. Council asked the Clerk to consider locations for grit bins.  He reported that the subsidence on the Adlestrop Bridge would be repaired in the current financial year. It was agreed the Clerk should chase.

CDC Cllr Cunningham had sent apologies. The Chairman asked that the minutes record the Council’s thanks to Cllr Cunningham for his support on the Berry Bank application.

 Cllr Sayer asked if consideration could be given to finding a means of slowing traffic in Back Lane. It was agreed that the copper beech on the middle green needed to be lifted. · 23/02283/FUL | Demolition of existing reconstituted stone dormer bungalow and replacement with new build dwelling and associated works | Gardners Cottage Back Lane Upper Oddington. 
The Parish Council objects to this application. The site is located within Oddington Conservation Area wherein the Local Planning Authority is statutorily obliged to pay special attention to the desirability of preserving or enhancing the character or appearance of the locality. The proposed development, by virtue of its modern design is not in keeping its surroundings and is detrimental to the character and appearance of the conservation area. As such it is contrary to Local Plan Policies EN2, EN10 and EN11 and guidance contained in Sections 12 and 16 of the National Planning Policy Framework
