77. Devolution. GAPTC Working Party. The Chairman reported that he was a member of the Working Group set up by GATC on Devolution. Comments from Towns and Parishes have to be submitted by June. A survey would be issued seeking views from the sector as to whether there were services they would be interested in bidding for. 
78.Oddington Village Plan and implementation
· Speeding – Auto Speedwatch Cameras: Chairman and Clerk reported on meetings with Swell and Bourton PCs . Although such cameras had been shown to have some impact on speeding they were costly to maintain and very time consuming to administer. A better approach might be to lobby for 20mph speed limits through the village. Pressure was mounting on GCC to go for a county wide order but if that fails the villages around Stow might combine to reach a more cost effective solution than parishes applying individually. It was agreed to consult the residents at the May meeting to gauge their response to 20 mph limits.

· Dog fouling. A resident had asked for more anti dog fouling signs around the village. It was agreed that the Clerk should purchase a small number.

· Neighbourhood Watch. It was agreed to promote the scheme at the Village Meeting and the Summer Festival.

· Village Spring Clean. It was noted that the Annual spring clean was underway and would be completed by 14 April when the grass cutting was due to commence.

79.Planning Applications
· 25/00448/FUL |Erection of a second storey side extension and single storey rear extension and porch extension to front|6 Home Close Lower Oddington. The Council notes the valid concerns raised by immediate neighbours and asks the planning officer to consider these and whether or not the proposed extensions are in keeping with the surrounding properties.

· 25/00633/FUL Full Application for Re-roofing of garage, addition of gable window to rear elevation and two dormer windows to front elevation of garage at Orchard Cottage Back Lane Upper. The Council has no objections subject to any views from immediate neighbours.

· 25/00809/TCONR Works to trees in conservation areas for T1 : Lawson Cypress, Fell. T2 : Portuguese Laurel,fell. T3 : Portuguese Laurel, fell. T4 : Pyracantha, fell. T5 : Apple tree, fell. T6 : Whitebeam, Fell. T7 : Cotoneaster, fell. G1 : 9 x Lombardy Poplars, fell. G2 : 5 x Willow, fell. G3 : 4 x Portugese Laurel, fell. H1 : Leyland cypress Hedgeline, remove. H2 : Leyland cypress Hedgeline, remove. H3 : Beech Hedgeline, Reduce to previous pruning points, approximately 6ft. H4 : Small section of Forsythia Hedge, remove at Kitsbury Upper Oddington. The Council has no objections.

· 25/00739/FUL Full Application for Erection of single storey extension to rear elevation at Foden Lodge Main Road Oddington. The Council has no objections subject to the views of neighbours. The neighbour confirmed that the extension should not block light from his property.
