26.Minutes of the Meeting held on 11 July 2024 which had been previously circulated was agreed as a true record of the meeting and signed by the Chairman. 
27.Matters arising from the Minutes. The Chairman reported that Highways had advised that the bollards would be installed in late November. He summarised the history of this project and said that the GCC officers had not communicated with the Parish and had demonstrated a lack of respect for residents. It was Resolved that the Chairman should make a formal complaint to the CEO of GCC.  
28.Declarations of Interest. There were none.

29.Adjournment for public to raise issues. A resident reported that most of the cones from Lower Oddington had gone missing. It was agreed that GCC Highways should be asked to supply more. There had been no progress on the Fox Car Park. Cars were now parking on both sides of the bend. The Clerk had reported this to the Police. The bin by the Fox was being used by delivery drivers and it was full within days of being emptied. The Clerk would raise with Daylesford. The benches outside the Fox are not OPC’s and it was thought that previous owners of the pub had maintained them in the past.

30.Financial issues. Accounts for payment

31.Gloucestershire Travel Survey. The Chairman reported that he had completed the on line survey on behalf of the Parish Council
32.Village Plan
The Council received a summary of the comments received. It was agreed that the response had generally been supportive of the Council’s proposals. Councillors discussed the key suggestions that had come forward and agreed that the plan should be amended to include references to the quality of design of new properties and the importance of a carbon neutral target. It was agreed that there should be a little more explanation around the number of second homes and holiday lets.
It was Resolved that subject to these amendments the Council 
· would adopt the plan
· the Chairman would send copies to the Chief Executives of GCC and CDC asking for a meeting to discuss the points identified in the Plan.
· the Clerk would include an item in the newsletter and post the plan on the website
· the Council would draw up an implementation plan with Councillors taking responsibility for taking forward the actions identified.

33.Village Amenities and Facilities
Asset Maintenance. The Clerk reported that most of the work identified in the report received in July had been completed. Work had started on repainting the phone boxes but had been delayed by rain. The Clerk reported on the condition of the seat on the middle green and it was Resolved that this should be refurbished at a cost of £140. CDC had said that they would replace the broken bin by the playground free of charge. They would charge £587 to replace the other two bins. Council Resolved to ask that the broken bin be replaced by CDC free of charge and that the other two bins be refurbished at minimal cost. It was understood that the manufacture of the notice board was progressing.
