64.Minutes of the Meeting held 11 December 2025 which had been previously circulated where agreed as a true record of the meeting and signed by the Chairman. 

65. Matters arising from the Minutes.   The Council had reiterated previous comments in response to the Horse and Groom Planning application. The Clerk had been assured that the verge outside Severn House would be reinstated and that the owner of Corsham would review the lighting. The Chairman reported that the owner of Berry bank had confirm that the biggest new industrial units would be no higher than the existing unit with the rest being considerably lower.
66.Declarations of Interest. There were none.

67. Co-option of Councillor to fill casual vacancy. It was Resolved that Hector Smith be co-opted to the Council. Mr Smith signed the Declaration of acceptance of office and joined the meeting.
68. Adjournment for members of public to raise issues. A resident raised concerns about the revised planning application for the Horse and Groom. It was agreed that the Clerk should post comments on the planning portal.

70.Request for grant from Chipping Norton Theatre Council Resolved to pay a grant of £100. 

71. Local Government Reorganisation. Response to Government consultation. Council Resolved to make the following comments in response to the consultation:

· Single unitary authority – there is no justification for breaking up Gloucestershire
· Proper local accountability through neighbourhoods; Oddington issues (particularly planning matters) should not be decided Gloucester

· Parish and town councils should be maintained and given with appropriate powers

· Costs should be reduced.
72. Adoption of IT policy (attached) and update on new web site and email addresses


Council Resolved to adopt the draft IT policy. It was noted that a new Accessibility Statement and Privacy Policy had been included with the new web site. The Council Resolved to adopt these. The Parish Council already has a Publication Scheme.


The new web site oddingtonparishcouncil.gov.uk was now in operation. The Clerk hoped to introduce the new email addresses by the end of March.

73.Review of the Code of Conduct. The Council received a copy of the Code of Conduct and noted its content.
74. CDC Local Plan consultation. The Chairman reported that more than 2,000 comments had been received in response to the Local Plan consultation. In addition to reviewing these, CDC had decided to continue lobbying government on the unrealistic numbers of new dwellings being imposed. Cllr Cunningham reported on the update of the NPPF and the problems of ensuring that the LP and the NPPF developed in tandem.
75. Call for Green Spaces. The Clerk had submitted details of a number of green spaces for consideration as part of the Local Plan update. Discussions with CDC suggested that the only area that might succeed was the space behind the Village Hall which had a record of being used by the wider community. She had therefore submitted a detail application for this site. Applications were to be considered shortly.
76.Reports from Councillors.

     Cllr Cunninghan reported on the financial position of CDC Council which was better than expected. However the costs of various serves would be increased in line with inflation. Cllr Cunningham reported that the Broadwell sewage works had been broken in to. It would cost £1m to repair damage caused.

Apologies had been received from GCC Cllr Corps. The Clerk was asked to contact him with a view to establishing which villages are in the first tranche to receive 20mph limits and why they had been chosen.


A resident spoke about the work undertaken to clear the flooded road by Ash Farm. Highways had accepted that a new drain was needed. The Chairman reported that Councils elsewhere had serves orders under Section 56 of the Highways Act 1980 against Highways. It was agreed that the Clerk should contact Broadwell PC to see if the two parishes might serve a joint notice on GCC.

77.Planning Applications: 

· 26/00019/FUL Erection of single-storey annexe. Removal of tennis court (in lieu of previously permitted new-build dwelling app. ref. 25/00045/FUL) Braecroft Upper Oddington. It was agreed that Cllr Cunningham should seek the views of the planning officers on whether or not the proposed building is too large to be consider ancillary. It was also noted that the building would be highly visible from the footpath to the south which had proved a reason for refusal with some of the previous applications for this site.
· 26/00037/FUL Erection of a single storey rear extension and addition of external cladding to rear elevation and rooflight and associated works. Existing retaining wall to be demolished and rebuilt. Woodbine Cottage Upper Oddington. It was agreed that the Conservation Officer should be asked whether the scale of the extension is in keeping with a listed cottage in the heart of the conservation area.
