84.Request for grant from Cotswold Friends. Council Resolved not to award a grant this year.
85. Local Government Reorganisation. Response to Government consultation. The Chairman updated the meeting saying that the submission had been made to Government. Cllr Corps said that central government had suggested Gloucester form part of a West of England authority including 
Bristol. It was felt that this was inappropriate.
86. Flooding and Planning. The Council received a letter from the Chairman of Shipton Parish Council asking for support at a forthcoming Planning Appeal. It was agreed the Clerk should send a letter of support.

Cllr Corps left the meeting.
87. Oddington: A plan for our Village.

The Chairman invited GCC Cllr Corps to update the meeting on Highway issues. The resurfacing work was going ahead but the programme had slipped. 20 mph limits were to be rolled out but it was noted, with considerable disappointment, that no north Cotswold settlements were in the first, second or third phase. Cllr Cunningham had asked an FOI question of GCC about the criteria used and it was agreed that once the answer had been received OPC should consider a village petition. The Chairman agreed to write to the Cabinet member for Highways to express the villages concerns.
The Clerk reported on progress against other items in the plan. Communication remained a concern and it was agreed that this be discussed at the Village Meeting.
87. Reports from Councillors.

GCC Cllr Corps report had been circulated prior to the meeting.
88. Planning Applications:
· 26/00037/FUL Full Application for Erection of a single storey rear extension and addition of external cladding to rear elevation and rooflight and associated works. Existing retaining wall to be demolished and rebuilt. at Woodbine Cottage Upper Oddington. No objections. 
· 26/00664/FUL Full Application for Erection of a two storey gabled extension, replacement of the front corridor with a contemporary timber framed frontage, enlargement and reconfiguration of openings including new large format glazing and balcony, installation of corner sliding glazing, and replacement of existing dormers with contemporary dormer structures with associated works at Corsham Field Farmhouse. Council objects to this application. The premises has been run for many years as a B&B. Council suggests that change of use is needed to change to residential. The proposed external design changes the property from a Cotswold farmhouse (set within farmland, a farm and barns), to a modern urban more urban looking building in contrast to neighbouring properties. The proposed two storey extension would overlook the neighbouring property, to the southeast, impacting on privacy and light.  The Eastern section of the house is not covered by this application but was given approval in 1991 as ancillary to the use of Corsham Field Farmhouse with four ensuite bedrooms. This current application suggests that changes have been made to internal usage and the wing separated from the main house.  We ask that a planning officer visit the site. The application refers to access to the highway being reinstated via the existing gate. It should be noted that there never has been access to the highway in the indicated area. Although not the subject of this application, the Council would welcome an indication of the proposed future use for the barns. 
· 26/00782/FUL Full Application for Replacement of timber clad dormer with stone-built gable and new oak front porch with associated works at 3 Church Place Lower Oddington. No Objections.
· 26/00836/FUL Full Application for Replacement of Orangery Roof, replacement of flooring material, roof repairs (as required), and plaster removal with associated works at The Manor Lower Oddington. No objections.
89. Arrangements for Village Meeting. It was agreed that the focus should be on Highways and Communications.
